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FROM MAVEN’S DESK:  Saturday Matinees at the Movies!

Once upon a time, kids went to the movies and bought a treasure for only a nickel!
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They got cartoons, serial chapters, newsreels, short subjects and two—count ‘em—two whole movies and all for a nickel.


Those were the days, at least from what Maven has been told.


The closest that Maven comes is seeing a double feature in 1962 of Tarzan in India and Day of the Triffids, complete with a personal appearance by Jock Mahoney, fully-clothed instead of his briefer Tarzan togs for the movie.


Darn it.


Maven does remember seeing cartoons into the early seventies but movie houses were only showing one feature with the cartoons and lots of previews.


That certainly hasn’t changed.


But back in the day audiences got more bang for their money that included newsreels.

Let Maven explain newsreels:  They were the television newscasts of the day.  They covered everything from political conventions to Clyde Beatty and his animals!

Yes, people got their news daily courtesy of radio and newspapers but you had to go to the movies to see the news.


And, yes, Maven said that people got two movies back then, a main feature and what was called a “B” movie.


The standard bill for a Saturday matinee was basically entertainment on a financial scale with the possible exception of cartoons which were an art form in themselves.

Maven knows that newsreels to main features all had different objectives but newsreels could be made comparatively easily (and with the least amount of money!) by simply sending out crews to film news events and interviews.


The short subjects, serials, B movies and main features were essentially the same, just churned out in different lengths and vastly different budgets.


Even Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer put out their series of Pete Smith shorts to fill their bills.


The forties were the classic era of the B movie series with such classics as Boston Blackie and the Crime Doctor from Columbia and the Sherlock Holmes movies (with Basil Rathbone) and the second tier of horror movies from Universal.


The serials dated back to the early days of movies before World War I with the likes of the Perils of Pauline with Pearl White.
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(Pearl White – the first real heroine of the serials)


The studios continued making them well into the forties and revived them as full-length features in the sixties.


And all (but the newsreels!) have been revived for nostalgia’s sake and because for just being plain good fun, thanks to DVD companies and Turner Classic Movies!

CHARLIE CHAN ANNEX:   CHARLIE CHAN IN EGYPT (1935)
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Charlie Chan in Egypt (1935) is one of Maven’s favorite movies, especially since it has Warner Oland as the Chinese detective based in Honolulu.

And no complaints about a Caucasian playing in “yellow face,” etc.


Maven has heard them all and it’s still one of her favorites.

Charlie Chan in Egypt is one of the earliest of the series that is still available and is one of the series where our ubiquitous detective was traveling the world on business:  From London to Paris to Egypt to . . . .  

Warner Oland’s Chan hardly spends any time in Hawaii, much less Honolulu but what a time he has traveling the globe!!


The French Archeological Society has sent Chan to Egypt to find why some of the architectural finds from Pharaoh Ahmeti’s tomb
Professor Arnold (George Irving), head of the expedition, is unavailable and . . . apparently “unfindable” so his daughter, Carol Arnold (Pat Paterson) asks for Chan’s help in finding him.
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This entry in the Chan series is very much like a serial in that it does have periodic moments like you’d find in such cliffhangers.


It even starts off with a surprise when Arnold (with most of the rest of the cast and then some!) opens Ahmeti’s tomb, which looks amazingly like Tutanhkamun’s tomb.


But then most of the Egyptian tombs in the movies then did.


Oh, well.
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Back to  . . . Egypt . . . 

So Arnold is digging out huge blocks almost bare-handed and by himself.


Must have been taking his Geritol ‘cause those suckers weigh a ton which is just as well because they seem to have been acting as health insurance.


Arnold’s helper, Ali, gets nosy as soon as he can and gets a lethal whiff of air coming out of the tomb. . . they never do tell us what the lethal whiff is.

It leaves Maven to wonder if they smoked up a storm of particularly nasty tobacco before sealing it up for the ages?!

Maybe that’s where the Marlboro Man commercials were shot?!
Charlie Chan isn’t entirely safe because he arrives by plane, goes tomb hunting as target practice for a boulder-tossing nutcase and fumes over his own bad violin music.
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(Warner Oland as the Chinese Chan, Arthur Stone as an Arab and Stepin Fetchit as the usually witless [for the time] Negro servant.)

AND there are the usual stereotypes besides the Swedish-born Oland for the Chinese Chan.

Stepin Fetchit is the usual Black servant for the period in the movies with one side-note for just this movie:  His character of Snowshoes was won in a game of chance by the hero, Tom Evans. 

We also have a young actress, Rita Cansino, skulking around in an ethnic role other than her own Hispanic background early in her career before she raised her hairline and colored her hair red.
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(Rita Cansino as Nayda before she became the
 ultimate pin-up known as Rita Hayworth.)


Plus the aforementioned Carol Arnold gets whacked out on some funny cigarettes that were about 30 years ahead of their time or else were snitched from some of those tombs there in the Valley of the Kings!

Her love interest, Tom Evans (Thomas Beck), is almost beaned twice all by himself:  Once when he dives into a hidden pool in the tomb (really dumb when he didn’t know how deep it was) only to get shot shortly thereafter.

THEN almost stabbed by the villain as Evans recuperates from the surgery on the gunshot wound.
Maven must correct herself:  The dumb dive makes it three times.
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(Rita Hayworth and Pat Paterson being frightened 

in a shot that isn’t in the movie!)

But our rotund Chinese detective saves the day . . . and everybody else . . . when he finds the bad guy who has been running amuck with all that smoke and stuff.

Thank goodness because a muck is mighty unpleasant left unchecked, especially with all that nasty smoking going on!
MAVEN’S SERIES:  The Adventures of Smilin’ Jack (1943)

“Maven’s Series” this month is something of a misnomer because The Adventures of Smilin’ Jack (1943) is an old style serial, with twelve cliff-hanging chapters leading up to the finish in the thirteenth one.


Thirteenth one.


Hmmm.  Maven isn’t superstitious but thirteen chapters?

Uha, no way!
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(“Smilin’ Jack” – by Zack Mosley – 

in its original comic form)


But The Adventures of Smilin’ Jack was standard fare for the period with each chapter ending in a cliffhanger, and usually one that looked like the hero couldn’t possibly survive!


Survive he does and frequently by “conveniently” repeating the scene with a different end in the next chapter.

Cheating? Yep.


Fun?  Of course!


But that’s how serials were made back then, even radio shows like I Love a Mystery (a program Maven loves on compact discs, complete with cliffhangers!).

Plus you have Luke Chan, Tommy Lee and Victor Wong interspersed with the likes of Cyril Delevanti (as Mah Ling/Han Po) and Jay Novello (as Kushimi) who are made up as Chinese.
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This mixing of Anglo and Asian actors is the standard in most movies and serials of the era.  
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In Adventures . . . Tom Brown plays “Smilin’ Jack” Martin, a pilot who opens the show in an airplane exhibit that starts off things with a bang.


He is shown in the 1938 Pan Hemisphere Air Meet, the 1939 “Suicide Squadron Over Spain,” and then somewhere in China in 1940.

He is recruited in Chungking (sic) shortly thereafter to help the people of China by trying to find the Mandon Route that is a short-cut between that country and India that would greatly help the Chinese.
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(Sidney Toler as General Kai Ling and Keye Luke as Captain Wing.)


Smilin’ Jack is sent on the mission by General Kai Ling, played by the Caucasian Sidney Toler who is reunited in this serial by Chan # 1 son, Keye Luke, as Captain Wing. 
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(Marjorie Lord as Janet Thompson and

Rose Hobart as Gertrude Muller)


Complicating the mission are two women . . . one being Marjorie Lord playing Janet Lord, sister to Tommy Thompson, Jack’s friend.


The other is Rose Hobart who plays newspaper reporter Gertrude Muller.

Ms. Muller is actually Fraulein von Teufel, head of a gang of Nazi Spies who ruthlessly heads the Chinese spies as well as her own.


She manages to sabotage Jack Martin throughout the entire serial with the help of such “Asians” as Terhan Bey as Kageyama.
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(Nigel De Brulier as the Lo-San, Turhan Bey as Kageyama, 
Philip Ahn as Wu Tan and Luke Chan as a Mandonese Gate Guard)


Maven wonders whether the audience even noticed the use of the likes of Nigel De Brulier and Turhan Bey opposite Keye Luke, Philip Ahn and Luke Chan, especially since so much of Adventures . . . takes place in China.

Speaking of sabotage, audiences might consider taking notes on how many different forms are used to keep Smilin’ Jack from his mission.


We are talking sinking ships, crashing planes, bombing the Chinese locals and plain old kidnapping when nothing else worked . . . anything horrendous to keep the kiddies coming back for the next chapter next week.

And were our hero and heroine really sunk, crashed, bombed, stabbed, shot, run over or otherwise blown in to smithereens?!


Heck, no.


The last few minutes of last week’s cliffhanger was repeated with the good guys either wiggling out of the situation or – gasp! – they completely forgot about the stabbing, shooting, running . . . .  Imagine that!

UNIVERSAL MONSTER GENEALOGY:

Son of Dracula (1943)  


We have now passed the halfway mark in our genealogy of Universal’s Monster Family with The Son of Dracula from 1943, the year after Ghost of Frankenstein.
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So what do we have now?


We have Father Drools Best with Dracula and Frankenstein and Mummy Dearest with all of Frankenstein and Dracula’s wives and, heck, Maven could start a nursery with Drac’s and Frankie’s kids!


There is just one . . . small . . . problem.


There are those who would suggest that Maven should provide DNA tests to prove paternity of The Son of Dracula.

Even the Mummy got around more, visiting Museums back east as well as down in Louisiana and his victims cooperated by backing into corners for him and at a snail’s crawl!


So is “The Son” of Dracula really Dracula, or is he singing the blues ’cause Daddy done gone with the wind again?


Sorry.  
Wrong movie.

Maven figures Universal named the movie Son of Dracula to throw the audience off until they got used to the idea of Lon Chaney, Jr., as Dracula.
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“What do you mean, I’m Dracula?”


Face it . . . Chaney comes across as if somebody had already had stuck him with a stake and left it in before they started making the movie.
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(Louise Albritton as Katherine Caldwell and

Lon Chaney, Jr., as Dracula)


Makes you realize that the only reason a woman would be interested in Count Dracula is to get as foolproof a life insurance as possible!


The only truly interesting scenes are when his Dracula appears out of the pond and when Frank Stanley (Robert Paige) shoots through him and hits Katherine Caldwell (Louise Albritton) who is hiding behind Dracula.
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(Louise Albritton as Katherine Caldwell Lon Chaney as Dracula
and Robert Page as Frank Stanley getting the Vampire’s Bum Rush)


They even have J. Edward Bromberg as Hungarian Vampire Hunter Professor Lazlo—Maybe Dr. Van Helsing was retired by this time from seeing one too many “love” bites.
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(J. Edward Bromberg as Professor Lazlo)


Certainly, the more experienced actors like Bromberg, Frank Craven (as Doctor Brewster), Samuel S. Hinds (as Judge Simmons) and even Adeline De Walt Reynolds (as Madame Zimba) are better equipped to put the story over than Paige, Albritton and Chaney.

PERSON OF THE MONTH:  
Ed Golusky

Ed Golusky is the father of one of Maven’s internet friends and a subscriber to The Old Movie Maven Magazine.  
Mr. Golusky remembers what it was like back in the day to go to the movies when you had so much more for your dime!

He also gave us www.heightstheater.com that includes photographs of the exterior, history, lobby and auditorium.


(Note:  This is written from the interviewer’s angle, in this case being Mr. G’s daughter Mrs. Pendleton.)
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His favorite brother [out of five] who was later killed in a car accident is the one who managed the Heights Theater.  I have heard all my life about how he could go to every movie that was being shown every night of the week from the age of 7 until he was 16.  Sounds like Heaven to me!  Tonight I asked him if his friends went with him and I learned something new.  He said he could get in free anytime he wanted, but his friends didn’t have the money to go, so he went alone.  However, he didn’t sit alone.  A very large, heavyset man, nicknamed “Sweets” by the neighborhood kids, owned a candy shop next door to the Heights Theater and made his living selling his wares to the moviegoers.  Dad said he would often be seated in the dark theater and he would fee a tap on his shoulder.  There would be Sweets holding two bags of candy, one for himself and one for my dad.  I guess Sweets didn’t want to watch the movies alone and he sure knew how to make friends!  Dad said that eventually the theater began to sell its own candy and that almost put Sweets out of business.  (Obviously the theater must not have been selling candy at the prices they are today!)  So Sweets eventually moved his shop elsewhere.
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Dad said he was at the opening of the Dracula/Frankenstein double feature.  My research says that this was in 1938 and Dad would have been about 13 years old.  He said Dracula wasn’t too bad, but Frankenstein scared him to death.  That prompted him to tell me the story of one of his classmates.  
During late grade school/early teens, my Dad and his friend would traipse around the Heights (the suburb of Northeast called Columbia Heights) looking for something to do.  Often a classmate named Earl Bakken would bring up the rear walking behind them while reading a book.  (I’m reminded of Chan’s son, Edwin! [The Jade Mask])  Dad said Earl was a very shy kid and once when Dad looked to see what book Earl was reading he was surprised to see it was a book on electronics.  
After graduating, Earl bought a small radio station and ran that for a couple of years.  Then he went into the army and ran a station there. After he was discharged from the army Earl got married ad his wife worked in a hospital.  He often visited her and got to know the medical staff.  He would tinker with their equipment at their request and improvise repairs.  
Finally realizing the scope of what this man was capable of the University of Minnesota called Earl to come out and look at a huge heart monitor they had made.  The patient’s heart kept pumping while attached to this lifesaving device, but his quality of life was greatly hampered by the necessity of lying still next to the machine.  They asked Earl if he could design a portable heart monitor.  Within weeks earl brought them a prototype and when he returned he was amazed to find that they already had the patient using it.  

Earl said it was the movie Frankenstein that inspired him to invent the pacemaker.  He was fascinated by the use of electronics to make the components of a human that would keep a person partially live.

He is the founder and former president of Medtronics Inc.  My Dad has a wonderful, dry sense of humor and he bemoans the fact that while the movie Frankenstein terrorized him it inspired his classmate to greatness.  Whenever Earl’s name comes up in conversation with the group of friends my Dad grew up with, Dad often quips, “I wish he had read out loud!”
THE MAIN EVENT:  Valley of the Kings (1954)

Valley of the Kings (1954) was made in Cairo with Robert Taylor and Eleanor Parker and it is such an action-packed film that it could have easily been made into a serial in an earlier period.

Robert Taylor was a diamond-in-the-rough hero who had learned archaeology from Eleanor Parker’s father.


She wants his help now to continue her father’s work in finding the tomb of Im-Ho-Tep to prove that he was monotheistic.


What turns this simple story into a rip-snorter?!
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(Robert Taylor as Mark Brandon and Eleanor 

Parker as Ann Barclay Mercedes)


First are Robert Taylor as Mark Brandon, always a great addition to any story, and Eleanor Parker as Ann Barclay Mercedes.

Second . . . you have grave-robbers, thieves, Egyptian ruins, grave-robbers, belly-dancers, fortune hunters, thieves, windstorms, fights, grave-robbers, cynical Bedouins, buggy races, thieves . . . .


Did Maven mention dishonest store-keepers, more than enough natives for local color and Ann Mercedes’ husband who is acting suspiciously all by himself?!
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(Samia Gamal in a featured role as a belly dancer. . . .

So who noticed she didn’t have a word to say?!)


And, just like Charlie Chan in Egypt, audiences get to see such Caucasian actors as Victor Jory and Kurt Kasznar made up as ethnics:  Arabs, in this case.

Valley of the Kings boils down to Robert Taylor and Eleanor Parker’s characters fall in love with each other as she tries to vindicate her father while her husband is trying to beat them to Im-Ho-Tep’s grave so he can make all the money off of it.

They get stuck in sandstorms, fights with natives with grudges against white men, a scorpion attack and scores of skeletons in a monastery run by priests that Ann Mercedes had visited as a child with her father.

 
This does not include the fight that Mark Brandon (Robert Taylor) has with her husband, Philip Mercedes (Carlos Thompson), at the shrine at Abu Simbel that involves part of the site that doesn’t exist except in a Hollywood sound set.  Just imagine an opening centered above the level of the heads of the statues.


Does it stop the action?


Are you kidding?
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(The Shrine at Abu Simbel as it really is—without the opening that Robert Taylor and Carlos Thompson [Philip Mercedes] nearly fall out of in the movie!)

You’ll be busy worrying who’s going to survive a Saharan wind storm,  a Bedouin fight, or a fall a couple of stories to his death. . . .


Its action scenes like these that give it the flavor of an old thirteen chapter serial like Adventures of Smilin’ Jack!
THE B-FEATURE:  Stagecoach (1939)
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Stagecoach (1939) is the John Ford movie that put John Wayne on the silver screen’s map of stars.
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(Andy Devine as Buck, George Bancroft as Marshal Curly Wilcox, Donald Meek as Samuel Peacock behind John Carradine as Hatfield and Louise Platt as Lucy Mallory, Claire Trevor as “Dallas” and John Wayne as the Ringo Kid)

And it was a pretty crowded screen at that with the likes of Thomas Mitchell (Gerald O’Hara that year in Gone with the Wind), John Carradine (character actor  of note already from movies and his own Shakespearean theatre work) and Claire Trevor (who would go on to star with John Wayne in The High and the Mighty in 1954).


There was Donald Meek as Samuel Peacock, a delicious copy of his own name who would appear with other greats like Walter Pidgeon (the Nick Carter series) and William Powell and Myrna Loy in The Thin Man Goes Home.

Andy Devine played Buck, the innocent stagecoach driver so believably innocent that it’s surprising that he didn’t play that way the rest of his career.
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(Andy Devine, George Bancroft, and John Wayne on top of the Stagecoach and [unknown,] Thomas Mitchell, and Louise Platt inside)


Claire Trevor plays what used to be called “soiled doves” of questionable virtue.  Her character of “Dallas” is run out of town with the town doctor, “Doc” Boone (Thomas Mitchell), who enjoys “Happy Hour” for hours at a stretch.
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(The town bluenoses!)


He lights onto Donald Meek, a traveling liquor salesman who will trouble keeping Mitchell out of his alcoholic stock.


Also on board is David Carradine as Hatfield, a professional gambler, and Lucy Mallory (Louise Platt), a very pregnant lady who is traveling to her husband’s army camp.
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(Clare Trevor and John Wayne)


They are accompanied on the journey by Henry Gatewood (Berton Churchill), an embezzler from his own bank, to the post where Mrs. Mallory will meet her husband.

Stagecoach resembles the old Western serials by being punctuated by various cliffhangers like you would have expected in any that Wayne had played in:

They get chased by Indians . . . and mighty unfriendly ones at that.


Mrs. Mallory reaches her husband’s post only to find he’s off fighting Indians.

So what happens?


Of course . . . she goes into labor and the perpetually drunk Doc Boone has to get sobered up enough to deliver the cliffette—er, sorry, the baby.
